· A review of the January finance report showed income of $12,324 and expenses of $14,681.  Thank you for your faithful support of the ministries of the church.

· The special offering for Cheyenne Norberg’s work in Fort Yukon was $1,393.

· The Fifth Sunday Offering in April will be for the Seward Seamen’s Mission. Director Scott Johnson will give an update on the mission on April 22.

· Pastor Bill and Jan De Yong will represent Trinity Church at the classis meeting on March 1-2.

· After five years of service, Kristine Adams has resigned as Sunday School superintendent and teacher, effective when Sunday School ends this May. The council is grateful for her service. · Council discussed and approved several items related to the move of the Hulst family to Anchorage. Installation has been set for Sunday, June 24.
