Council Report September 5, 2017

1. A review of the August finance report showed August income of $12,518 and expenses of $15,375.  Total 2017 income was $133,268 and expenses were $134,848. All denominational and classical ministry share for 2017 has been paid, as well as the annual insurance premium. Thank you for your faithful support of the ministries of the church.

2. Due to the unfortunate end of Love INC in Anchorage, the Fifth Sunday Offering in October has been changed to the Downtown Soup Kitchen. In December the offering will be for Cheyenne Norberg, the missionary youth pastor in Fort Yukon.

3. The offering for Hurricane Harvey relief last Sunday was $3,217. Another second offering will be received today for the same cause.

4. Council will meet again on September 19, with two major agenda items.

a. Nominations will begin for one elder and deacon for three-year terms. If you have nominations, please give them to any council member or place in an offering plate.

b. Concerns have been raised about the impact renting to the Seventh Day Adventist church has on building availability for our own church activities. They currently have use of the entire building Wednesday and Friday evenings and all day Saturday. The rent totals $30,000 per year. Please share with the pastor or any council member any ideas or concerns you may have, so they can be considered at the September 19 meeting.
